Final Enrolment Medical Examination.

All select list candidates who are issued with a call letter for Final
Medical examination will have to undergo a Final Enrolment Medical
examination at Chilka prior to enrolment. The Candidates who are
declared fit at INS Chilka will be enrolled and the candidate who are
declared unfit will be given an opportunity to appeal against the
findings if they so desire at INSH Kalyani within a maximum periods
of 21 days.
